The story of Ikaria’s renowned charcoal makers, who traveled Greece and Asia Minor. Elder-
ly burners recount hardships, while women recall life on the island. Descendants share me-
mories of relocation. With historian Themistocles Katsaros and excerpts from "The Charcoal
Burners" (1977), we revisit a bygone era when charcoal fueled Greece’s industry.

This documentary follows the shephers and the eldres who still sing in the authentical local dialect
about love and death.
